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Backing Up Your Database

Firstly log into your database in the usual way, then select ! Tools" and select
10ptions... " from the menu that is displayed as highlighted below:

When the Options screen is displayed, click on the tab !Superuser " as
highlighted below:

The line of text down prefixed with !MasterFile =! will give you the location of
your database file as highlighted below. The actual file will always will be
called "GROWADMIN.MDB". Whilst in Pick Wise, write down this file location
on a piece of paper.

Once you have written down the location of the file, click on the buton !Close"
as highlighted below, and then exit Pick Wise in the normal way.

You can copy this data to a removable drive such as a CD or
DVD-ROM, Tape Drive or USB Datastick (Dependant on the size of your
database - please note that your database will get bigger during the season,
we recommend a storage device with at least 512MB of storage space on it
for Pick Wise backups).

We recommend that you take a separate daily backup of your data so that in
the event of computer failure or database corruption you can always restore
your Pick Wise data to the previous day.

As a bare minimum we recommend that you take a backup every week.
